PREPARATION

e Before You Begin

Remove the mounting stand(s) by unscrewing the hexangular screws on the bottom of the accessory item’s mount-
ing end. Use the screwdriver included in the accessory package.

e STEP 3: Install The Accessory Item

— Accessory items with Mounting Stand(s):

Align the mounting stand to your desired location on the wall and fasten it with the screws included in the acces-
sory package. Assemble the accessory item onto the mounting stand by screwing in the hexangular screws (as indi-
cated in STEP 2).
